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Note for Perfection 2580 Photo Users:

When scanning 35-mm film strips, the edges of the film may get scraped.
Make sure NOT to load 35-mm film strips with the following conditions. Otherwise, the fim may jam or be
damaged, and the Auto Film Loader may be damaged as well.

OFilm with a length of 74 mm (2.9 inches) or less, or O Film with a strong lengthwise curl, such as a 6-frame
film with a length of 232 mm (9.1 inches) or greater; film strip that curls into a circle with a diameter less
OFilm with damaged perforations; than 80 mm (3.2 inches);
O Film with a widthwise curl that exceeds 3 mm (0.12 OFilm with a sticker attached;
inch) at the edges; If you want to scan the film, carefully cut off the
part with the sticker perpendicularly to the length
of the film.
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
